          (4) Program of Study (POS) - a schedule of classes appropriate to the student's major for 6-9 units 
per semester, letter graded, upper division, and taken through Open University or SJSU's Extended Studies 
winter or summer session.  The 100-level courses may or may not be part of the graduation requirements 
for the student's degree program.  The advisor may require more than 6 units of course work.  Graduate 
(200-level) courses are not permitted.  Also precluded are extension courses taken at another university, 
300-level or 400-level courses taken through SJSU Extended Studies, and lower division courses.  Courses 
previously completed may not, under any circumstances, be included in the POS.  The POS must include 
work applicable to the major.  Once the program of study has been completed such that the student earns a 
minimum grade point average of 3.3 (B+), he or she will be reinstated.  Fill in program in section below.

Summer POS is due by July 1st.
