Course Description  
Determination of economic aggregates such as total output, total employment, the price 
level and the rate of economic growth.   
Note: May be taken concurrently or prior to ECON 1B. 

Course Goals and Student Learning Objectives 
Students will be encouraged to use the economic way of thinking to analyze human 
behavior, to critically approach economic and political news and to make a better sense 
of the world around them.  Upon successful completion of this course, students will have 
an understanding of and be able to apply the following principles/concepts: 
Comparative Advantage: specialization and the gains from trade; production 
possibilities; globalization 
Macroeconomic Measures: real versus nominal calculations; GDP and its components; 
unemployment figures; price indexes; calculation of inflation 
Macroeconomic Models: circular flow; the market for loanable funds and interest rate 
determination; the demand and supply of money and price level determination; aggregate 
supply and demand; monetary and fiscal policy 
Economic Growth: factors of production; savings and investment; productivity
