Course Description (Required) 

Applications of economic analysis to practical problems in the private and public sector. Demand 

and cost analysis, market structure, statistical estimation, and forecasting; case studies.

The goal is to promote both economic understanding and application (Econ SLO 1 & 2). Specifically, students 

are expected to gain familiarity with analytical methods and model-based argument; and relationships between 

verbal, graphical, mathematical and statistical representations of economic ideas and analysis (Econ SLO 1.3).

1) Have an understanding of the principal ideas in Macroeconomics, including 

2) Comparative Advantage (specialization and the gains from trade; globalization) 

3) Macroeconomic measures (real versus nominal calculations; components and concept of GDP; components 

and concept of unemployment figures; calculation of inflation) 

4) Macroeconomic models (circular flow; monetary and fiscal policy; the market for loanable funds & interest 

rate determination; the demand and supply of money & price level determination)
