Determination of economic aggregates such as total output, total employment, the price level and 
the rate of economic growth. Notes: May be taken concurrently or prior to ECON 1B. 
 

Course Learning Outcomes (CLO) 
Upon successful completion of this course, students will be able to: 
 

1. Understanding of Comparative Advantage: specialization, the gains from trade and 
globalization.   

2. Ability to identify and study key Macroeconomic Measures: real v. nominal calculations; 
components and the concept of GDP; components and the concept of unemployment 
figures; calculation of inflation. 

3. Critically evaluate Macroeconomic Policy: Fiscal v. Monetary policy; and role of the 
banking system and financial markets. 

4. Supply and Demand: Generally understand and apply the notion that economics is about 
the allocation of scarce resources, that scarcity forces choice, tradeoffs exist and that 
every choice has an opportunity cost.
