Identify and interpret the relationship between components of the costs of production curves 
and examine how they influence production levels. 
 
Describe and contrast the basic market structures and demonstrate how they influence 
market efficiency. 
 
Define and discuss the primary factors represented in the aggregate circular flow model and 
illustrate how each help solve the basic economic questions.
