Majors with (Program-Specific) Preparation Courses

Select majors (degree programs) give preference to applicants

who have completed program-specific preparatory courses. These
programs are noted in the “Majors” section and will give preference
to students based on a combination of their self-reported GPA and
the completion of program-specific, lower-division coursework.

For example, if two applicants to the same program have the same
GPA, preference will be given to the applicant who has completed
the greater number of program-specific preparation courses.
Similarly, if two applicants have completed the same number of
program-specific preparation courses, preference will be given to
the applicant with the higher GPA. The program-specific courses
that will be considered are listed at sjsu.edu/admissions/impaction

California Residency for Tuition Purposes

The determination of residency for tuition purposes affects whether a student pays in-state or out-of-state tuition fees. Out-of-state tuition fees are
higher than in-state tuition fees. Just because a student is or has been a resident of the State of California does not mean that he or she qualifies to
receive the in-state tuition rate. Certain requirements, established under California law, must be met.
