To ensure your provisional admission passes final verification, make sure your
official, final transcript meets the following criteria:

* Confirm the completion of all of your A-G college preparatory coursework
with a grade of “C-" or better by the end of Spring 2022. SJSU will accept
grades of “Credit” or “Pass” to satisfy “A-G” requirements completed
during Winter, Spring, Summer or Fall 2020 terms and during Winter,
Spring or Summer 2021 terms. All prior coursework must be graded and
a grade of C- or better must be earned for the course to satisfy “A-G”
requirements.

¢ Confirm you have a minimum high school GPA of 2.50 (California
Resident) or 3.0 (Nonresident of California).

e Confirm your date of high school graduation.
¢ Confirm you meet the minimum impaction point index.
