In addition to meeting the minimum requirements for international first-time
freshmen admission and impaction, you must also maintain a minimum
overall GPA of 2.0 or higher in all college coursework.

You must complete a transferable A2 and B4 course with a grade of “C-" or
higher by the end of the Spring 2022 term. A grade of “D+" or lower will not
meet this requirement. SJSU will accept “Credit” or “Pass” for transferable
college courses completed in Winter, Spring, Summer or Fall 2020 terms
and in Winter, Spring or Summer 2021 terms to satisfy this requirement.
