If you have taken and passed AP, IB or CLEP exams to satisfy any of the CSU admission
requirements, request that your official scores be sent to SJSU.

[ Meet the CSU minimum requirements for upper
division transfer admission

An internal review (verification) of your application will be conducted. Your official, final

transcript(s) must show that you meet the CSU transfer admission requirements in

order to pass final verification. To ensure that your provisional admission passes final
verification, make sure your official, final transcript(s) meets the following criteria:

e You must have an overall GPA of 2.0 or higher.

e You must be in good standing at the last college or university attended.

e You must meet the four basic skills course requirements with a grade of “C-" or
higher by the end of the Fall 2022 term. A grade of “D+" or lower will not meet
this requirement. SJSU will accept “Credit” or “Pass” for transferable college
courses completed in Winter, Spring, Summer or Fall 2020 terms and in Winter,
Spring or Summer 2021 terms to satisfy the four basic skills course requirements.

e You must complete at least 60 transferable semester (90 quarter) units by the end
of the Fall 2022 term.

Be advised: If you have any outstanding documents such as official transcripts, that

are past due at the time of registration, your eligibility to register could be delayed until

they are received and processed (which can take up to two weeks).

] Monitor your MySJSU account to avoid the
cancellation of your admission

Failure to meet all deadlines will result in your admission being withdrawn. You can
avoid your admission being withdrawn by carefully and frequently monitoring your
MySJSU account (one.sjsu.edu) throughout the entire admission process.

Change of Major

A request to change your major from an online program to a regular session program is not
permitted. You will need to cancel your application and reapply to the next available term.
There are no exceptions to this policy.
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
