Frequently Asked Questions
What if I do not complete required courses or miss a deadline?  
Your admission to SJSU will be revoked and your registration canceled. Failure to submit your transcript will result in your application being withdrawn, even if you have signed up for 
housing, attended spring orientation, or registered for classes.

What if I am taking courses required for admission during the Fall 2024 term?  
You may use coursework from the Fall 2024 term to complete admission requirements. You must submit final, official transcripts showing all work completed through Fall 2024 by 
Wednesday, January 15 so that we can verify you have met admission and impaction requirements for the Spring 2025 term.

Can I defer admission to another term?  
No, your admission is good for one term only. If you wish to be considered for a later term, you must submit a new application for the next available term for which you meet the 
minimum requirements.

Note: Military students may be exempt from needing to reapply due to certain military obligations. Please contact the Veteran Resources Center for more information.

Can I change my major?  
Because SJSU is an impacted campus, change of majors cannot take place prior to the start of the term and is never guaranteed even after admission to SJSU.

How do I request academic, housing, and/or orientation accommodations due to my disability? 
Students requesting academic and/or housing accommodations due to disability-related limitations are encouraged to register with the Accessible Education Center as soon as 
possible.

Before attending spring orientation, complete Spartan Link Online Pre-Orientation. Spring 2025 admits will be given access in mid-December 2024.

During orientation, we will: 

• Discuss and explain key university services

• Facilitate connections with staff, faculty and your fellow incoming students

• Host a General Education advising workshop to help in planning your academic schedule

Trained orientation leaders will:

• Answer some of your initial questions

• Provide you with information about campus programs and services

• Assist you in making the transition to college

If you do not attend or leave during any portion of the program, you will not be able to attend SJSU in Spring 2025. Students who arrive late will not be allowed to attend the 
program.

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What will I need to register for classes?
• A file of your SJSU admission information, including admission letters, grade reports, copies of transcripts from other schools, placement test scores, and everything related to 

your enrollment.

Once I’ve registered, can I change my schedule?
If work or family obligations require you to change your schedule, you may make changes to your class schedule before the last day to add/drop classes. 

Important note: Before dropping/swapping any class(es) from your schedule to enroll in a different class, be sure you can successfully add the other course(s). 
Classes at SJSU fill up quickly. If a course you want is full, search for open sections via MySJSU. Or place yourself on the class waitlist. It is not guaranteed that 
you will be able to enroll into waitlisted courses.

Can I still get academic advising in the Student Success Center if my transcripts 
have not been fully evaluated?
Yes. The advisors will advise you on general university expectations and graduation requirements, including general education course requirements. However, once you get your 
transcript fully evaluated by Admissions, you must meet with an Academic Advisor again to re-examine your general education checklist and progress toward degree completion 
because changes to your academic plan may have to be made. This is essential if you plan to graduate in a timely manner. 

What if I don't register for the Spring 2025 semester?   
Your admission is only good for the Spring 2025 semester. If you do not register for classes for Spring 2025, you will lose your admission and will have to reapply for the next 
available term.

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California Residency for Tuition Purposes

Refunds
Students are highly encouraged to enroll in Direct Deposit. With Direct Deposit, you 
receive your refund several days quicker than a paper check and more securely. To 
enroll, log in to MySJSU, scroll to Finances and select Enroll in Direct Deposit. To learn

Keeping Your MySJSU Account Current
SJSU has established a business practice whereby all payments apply to the oldest debt 
on your account. For example, if you are making a registration payment and you have 
a housing debt with an earlier due date, the payment will apply to the housing charges 
first. Keep your account current to avoid the possibility of enrollment cancellation.

Any delinquent outstanding charges owed to the university will be submitted to the 
Franchise Tax Board for tax refund offset. The university, or its agent, has the right to 
pursue collections in order to repay a delinquent debt owed to the university.   

Financial Aid 
FAFSA 
To help cover the cost of attending SJSU, you can apply for financial aid, which is 
provided in the form of federal grants, state grants, work study and loans, by using the 
Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) at fafsa.gov. For the FAFSA, you will 
need SJSU’s six-digit code, which is 001155. Once you apply, SJSU’s Financial Aid 
office will post requests on your MySJSU student account for documents required to 
determine if you are eligible for financial aid and how much you are eligible to receive. 
It will take about two weeks to receive a response after you apply and three to four 
months to complete the entire process. Learn more at sjsu.edu/faso

California Dream Act – State aid for undocumented students 
AB 540 students (undocumented immigrant status) may qualify for state grant programs 
that make up the California Dream Act of 2011. AB 540 allows undocumented and 
documented students who meet certain provisions to apply for and receive private 
scholarships funneled through public universities (AB 130), state-administered financial 
aid, university grants and community college fee waivers (AB 131). For the California 
Dream Application, you will need SJSU’s six-digit code, which is 001155. Learn more at

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Complete 
Upper-Division Writing Directed 
Self Placement Exercise
The Upper-Division Writing Directed Self-Placement (UDW-DSP) is an exercise (not a test) that helps students place themselves in the appropriate writing course at SJSU. Before 
registering for an upper division writing course (100W), students must earn a “C-” or better grade in a GE area A3 course or equivalent second-semester composition course, and 
complete the UDW-DSP.
 
What you need to do:

• Make sure you have met the above criteria in order to complete the UDW-DSP

• Go to sjsu.edu/ue/student-resources/udw-dsp.php and read the information there

• Click on the link “Begin the Upper-Division Writing Directed Self-Placement Exercise” and complete the exercise (this will only take 10-15 minutes)
