3. Pay the $250 nonrefundable enrollment deposit. Your nonrefundable Enroliment
Deposit includes your Spartan Experience for Transfers orientation payment and
deposit toward a portion of your tuition and fees for Spring 2024.

In addition to meeting the minimum requirements for international first-time freshman
admission and impaction, you must also maintain a minimum overall GPA of 2.0 or
higher in all college coursework.
