Provisional Admission
If you have work in progress, this offer of admission is considered provisional and is based 
on the academic information you reported on your Cal State Apply application and related 
application materials. All of your academic information must be verified before you will be 
allowed to enroll and register for classes at SJSU. Your admission will remain “provisional” 
until your official, final transcript(s) passes verification. 

 Meet the CSU minimum requirements for upper  
division transfer admission 
Your official, final transcript(s) must show that you meet the CSU transfer admission 
requirements in order to pass final verification. To ensure that your provisional 
admission passes final verification, make sure your official, final transcript(s) meets 
the following criteria: 

• You must have an overall GPA of 2.0 or higher. 

• You must be in good standing at the last college or university attended. 

• You must meet the four basic skills course requirements with a grade of “C-” or 
higher by the end of the Fall 2023 term. A grade of “D+” or lower will not meet this 
requirement. SJSU will accept “Credit” or “Pass” for transferable college courses 
completed in Winter, Spring, Summer or Fall 2020 terms and in Winter, Spring or  
Summer 2021 terms to satisfy the four basic skills course requirements. 

• You must complete at least 60 transferable semester (90 quarter) units by the end 
of the Fall 2023 term. 

• If required, complete supplemental coursework with a “C” or better grade. Visit the 
SJSU Online website for program-specific requirements.
