The Path to SJSU Degree program is designed for international students who are academically qualified to 
apply for admission to San José State University but have an insufficient English proficiency score. 

The program is an opportunity for you to have your academic background evaluated by the SJSU 
admissions, receive a Conditional Eligibility letter to an SJSU degree program, and improve your English  

to meet the SJSU English proficiency requirements.
