Key Terms as Defined by Immigration

Pre-Completion OPT (c)(3)(A)
o Current students to start work before degree completion.
Post-Completion OPT (c)(3)(B)

o Current students about to graduate, to start work after their degree completion OR graduate
students who have completed all course requirements and are only left with project, thesis or
comprehensive final exam.

STEM Extension (c)(3)(C)

o Students who have graduated from SJSU with a STEM degree and are currently in a period of

valid Post-Completion OPT.



Filing 1-765 (OPT) with USCIS

As of April 2021, USCIS offers 2 different ways to file an I-765 (OPT)
application with USCIS.

*You must choose one option. You cannot choose both options.

1. Mail application to USCIS lockbox.
2. Online filing of |-765.

Please keep in mind the following:

You will need an I-20 with OPT recommendation from ISSS before you
submit your I-765 (OPT) application to USCIS.

Online Filing vs. Mailing Application

ISSS recommends that you file online. *You must choose one option. You cannot choose both
options.**Do not file with USCIS until you have the I-20 with OPT recommendation from ISSS.

-765 File Online

To get started, you will need to do the following:
1. Goto
a. Click ‘File Online’
2. Create USCIS Online Account
a. If you already have a USCIS online account, check your account details and update
your address BEFORE filing your application with USCIS.

b. Review USCIS ’ information.
3. Click ‘myUSCIS’
4. Select ‘| am an applicant’

a. Click ‘Submit’
5. Choose ‘File a form online’

6. Choose ‘Application for Employment Authorization (I-765)’
a. Click ‘Start Form’

*A draft of your application is saved for 30 days, then deleted if not submitted. Editing your application resets the 30 days.

Getting Started

Basis of Eligibility
e This is where you will state which OPT you are filing:
o (c)(3)(A) Student Pre-Completion OPT (Review slide 17 for list of documents).

m Current students, to start work before degree completion.

o (c)(3)(B) Student Post-Completion OPT (Review slide 18 for list of documents).

m Current students about to graduate, to start work after their degree completion OR graduate students
who have completed all course requirements and are only left with project, thesis or comprehensive
final exam.

o (c)(3)(C) STEM Extension (Review slide 19 for list of documents).

m Students who have graduated from SJSU with a STEM degree and are currently in a period of valid
Post-Completion OPT.

m If you select (STEM Extension), then you must also include the following:

e What is your degree?
o Enter degree name as it appears on your diploma or SJSU final transcript. Example:
Bachelor’s degree in Computer Science or Master’s degree in Engineering.
e What is your employer’s name as listed in E-verify?
e What is your employer’s E-Verify company identification number or a valid E-Verify client
company identification number?
o (This is not the same number as the Employment Identification Number (EIN) that you
indicated on your I-983 training plan.) If your employer is not e-verified at the time of
STEM OFPT filing, then you are not eligible for STEM OPT extension.




Getting Started

Would you like to request Premium Processing Service?

Premium Processing Service guarantees that USCIS will take one of several possible actions (issue an
approval notice, a denial notice, a notice of intent to deny, or a request for evidence) on your Form |-765
within 30 days.

There is a fee for Premium Processing Service.

If you request premium processing, you will be asked to complete Form 1-907 after you sign your Form
I-765. You will then be able to pay for and submit both forms at the same time.

Pre or Post-Completion OPT

ISSS does not recommend the premium processing option, as long as you have built in sufficient time
(e.g. 2-3 months) to apply for OPT.

STEM OPT Extension

ISSS does not recommend the premium processing option for STEM OPT Extension. As long as your
application was received by USCIS in a timely manner, within 60 days of ISSS STEM OPT
recommendation or by your Post-Completion OPT end date (whichever is first), your employment
authorization is automatically extended for up to 180 days while your STEM OPT application is pending
with USCIS.

Extra Information: You can file your application without premium processing and add it at a later

date to your already filed Pre, Post or STEM OPT application.
*You would need to add premium processing to your already filed application by completing the
Form 1-907 and paying the premium processing fee.

This is where your receipt notice, approval notice, and EAD card will be mailed. This address should be valid for at
least 2-3 months from the date you submit your application to USCIS. This may be a friend or family member’s
address. Do not use the attorney’s or other legal representative’s address. Do not use the ISSS office address.

Online Account Number’.
e Has the Social Security Administration (SSA) ever officially issued a Social
Security card to you?

e Do you want the SSA to issue you a Social Security card?

m You do not need to get another Social Security card if you already have one.

Preparing Evidence for |-765

Preparing Your Documents

Please review USCIS’ website ° ’
Keep in mind the following:

All required documents will need to be uploaded when filing online.

Students may upload 5 documents at a time.

Maximum size for document upload is 6MB.

Documents must be PDF, JPEG, TIF/TIFF. (Word Documents are not allowed).

Photos must be JPG, JPEG or PNG. (Word Documents are not allowed).

a. Do not submit a selfie. You must get a new passport photo taken.

Government Issued ID is your passport bio page.

Students need to make sure that they have signed and dated page 1 of their I-20 in the
appropriate space.

o Submit documentation to show that you have been enrolled full-time for one academic year.
o University Transcript.

e Previously authorized CPT or OPT
o Upload I-20’s that have CPT or OPT authorization.
o If you have not had CPT or OPT, then do not upload an I-20 here.

e Form I-20
o 1-20 with pre-completion OPT recommendation from ISSS.

o This is not required. This is ONLY required if your STEM application is based on a STEM degree
that was not awarded from SJSU.

Complete this section to give additional useful information that you would like USCIS to

*You are required to indicate any current or previous employment authorizations that have
been authorized in your SEVIS record (CPT, OPT, STEM OPT).

Additional information may also include:

*Passport information: Only if your 1-94 information has your old passport number on it,
then enter the enter the expired passport information here.

*SEVIS ID number: If you have had a different SEVIS ID number, other than the number
listed on your current I-20.

If you had current or previous CPT or OPT authorization:

Additional Information: Enter the type of employment authorization, indicate if part-time or
full-time, degree level, authorization dates, and any receipt numbers (YSC, IOE)
associated with the authorization.

Example for CPT: CPT, Full-time; Master’s; Authorized (05/31/2020 - 08/15/2020).
Example for OPT: Post-Completion OPT; Full-time; Master’s; Authorized (01/21/2021 -
01/20/2022); IOE or YSC...123456789.



Review and Submit to USCIS

e Review your application

o This is where you can check your application before you submit.
e Your application summary

o This is a summary of all the information that you provided in your application.
e Your statement

o You must read and agree to the statements that are listed in this section.
e Your signature

o Type in your full legal name, for the digital signature.
e Pay and submit

o The final step to submit the Form |-765 is to pay the required application fee.

m The filing fee is non-refundable and subject to change. Please go to
for the current filing fee.

After Submitting to USCIS

1. Within 2-3 weeks of USCIS receiving your OPT application, a paper receipt (Form [-797c) will be mailed to
the mailing address that you provided as your mailing address in your application (Form |-765).

a. Review the receipt for any errors in your name or date of birth. If there are errors, please contact
ISSS.

2. Processing of your OPT application can take up to 3 months, sometimes longer.

a. You cannot change your requested Pre or Post-Completion, once you have filed your OPT application
with USCIS.

b. If you receive a RFE ‘Request for Evidence’ or RFI ‘Request for Information’ from USCIS, please
contact ISSS.

c. Asof April 3, 2023 USCIS offers premium processing. *Review the ISSS

webpage regarding this. ISSS does not recommend the premium processing option, as long as you
have built in sufficient time (e.g. 2-3 months) to apply for OPT.

*If you feel as though your application is taking too long to process, you have the option to
submit the Form 1-907 for premium processing at later date prior to approval.
