• Area D: Local, Transnational, Historical courses - complete 3 to 6 units from:  JS 121, 123, 127, 129, 137, 145, 156, 158, 161, 171, 172 or 185. 
• Area E: Experiential Learning courses – complete up to 6 units from:  JS 140, 142, 179, 180, 181, 184. 
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
