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Course Description

Development of advanced communication skills, both written and oral. Emphasis on writing
formats used by criminal justice professionals. A scholarly paper, written in APA format and
informed by research, will be required.

Department of Justice Studies Reading and Writing Philosophy

The Department of Justice Studies is committed to scholarly excellence. Therefore, the
Department promotes academic, critical, and creative engagement with language (i.e., reading
and writing) throughout its curriculum. A sustained and intensive exploration of language
prepares students to think critically and to act meaningfully in interrelated areas of their lives—
personal, professional, economic, social, political, ethical, and cultural. Graduates of the
Department of Justice Studies leave San José State University prepared to enter a range of
careers and for advanced study in a variety of fields; they are prepared to more effectively
identify and ameliorate injustice in their personal, professional and civic lives. Indeed, the impact
of literacy is evident not only within the span of a specific course, semester, or academic
program, but also over the span of a lifetime.

This course must be passed with a C or better as an SJISU graduation requirement.

Satisfaction of this objective will be measured through the evaluation periodic
diagnostics (in-class written examinations) and various organizational exercises, both in and
outside of class.

Course Requirements and Assignments

In addition to the range of readings referenced above, scholarly and professional articles and
reports will be provided in class from time to time. Students must bring paper to each class.

In addition to the requirement that students actively participate in every class, there are 4 major
components of assignments in this course (dates may be subject to change and students will be
notified in a timely manner):

»  Major research paper first draft (‘many iterations paper’ beginnings) (20%, aligned with

«  Major research paper outline presentation (10%, aligned with CLO 2; GELO 2, GELO 5)

»  Major research paper reflections and final presentation (10%, aligned with CLO 2; GELO

Details for each assignment will be discussed in class extensively and posted on Canvas. Due
dates are listed in the course schedule and subject to change with fair notice.

Grading Information

We will discuss grading in class prior to every assignment. Students are encouraged to ask
questions to ensure they understand expectations. Rubrics will be provided on Canvas for every
assignment.

Determination of Grades

Grades will be used along with substantive feedback to indicate students’ performance in a
variety of tasks. Exams and final grades will be calculated as a percentage on a typical “100
point scale.” Missing, late, or plagiarized work will be given a grade of zero. Contact the
professor early if you are having difficulty completing assignments or need accommodations for
disabilities or absences for religious holidays.
