Course Description 
A multidisciplinary study of law enforcement from the early 1800's to the present. Focus on significant studies in relation to the role of police and analysis of current models and practices. Prerequisite: JS 10, 12, 25, or FS 11. Upper division standing. Corequisite: JS 100W Note: Must achieve a grade of "C" or better to fulfill Justice Studies major requirements.
Course Goals and Student Learning Outcomes
Upon successful completion of this course, students will be able to:
· To identify various theoretical viewpoints to understand how and why societies exercise social control through formal mechanisms (e.g., the police).

· To learn how constitutional law extends or limits the power of the U.S. police. 

· To articulate critical approaches to policing.

· To think broadly about how other countries exercise social control of their populations.

Weekly analysis of readings: 1 page, single-spaced, 12-point Times New Roman font, incorporating all the assigned readings of the peer-reviewed journal articles for the week (The analysis should not include any textbook chapters).  You may not exceed the page limit.  You may not incorporate quotations, under any circumstance, anywhere in the weekly critiques.  These weekly critiques are not intended to summarize the articles, but instead should reflect critical responses/critiques of the readings. In order to receive credit for the weekly analysis of readings (discussion board), you must include the following: (1) the thesis of the assigned reading(s), (2) empirical support for some of your positions/claims/arguments (only from peer-reviewed journals but not any online sources like Wikipedia), (3) the positing must be one page (single spaced, Times New Roman, 12 point font) in length, (4) include two policy implications, (5) aside from your original posting you must respond to at least four of your classmates, and (6) you must provide citations in APA format within and below the text for your outside sources. For example you may write: Armaline, Vera Sanchez, and Correia (2014) state that police legitimacy is essential because… After your weekly critique is completed, you should cite the source in APA format as is done below:

Armaline, W. T., Vera Sanchez, C. G., Correia, M. (2014).  ‘The biggest gang in Oakland’: re-thinking police legitimacy. Contemporary Justice Review: Issues in Criminal, Social, and Restorative Justice, 17(3), 375-399).  

In order to craft your weekly analysis on the discussion board, you will also have to read the required online readings posted on Canvas.  You must demonstrate a thorough understanding of the material.  It is abundantly clear when a student has not adequately read and studied the material.  Lastly, you must respond to at least four of your classmates in order to receive credit for the weekly analysis/discussion board (please start with responding to classmates who do not have any responses).      

Discussion boards will be open for one week.  They will open on Monday, the week that the reading is due, and will close on Sunday of that same week by 12 midnight.  You must post your weekly analysis at latest by Thursday, 11: 59PM, of the assigned week (if you submit by Friday your analysis is late and will NOT be accepted).  Posting by Thursday will allow your peers adequate time to respond to your weekly analysis.  After the discussion board closes, you will not be allowed to contribute to the discussion.  Your grade on the empirical arguments for that week will be zero.     
First Online Posting.  In order to better create build an online community, your first discussion board positing requires you to introduce yourself and provide the following information: (1) your name, (2) your future career objectives (e.g., what do you want to do with your justice studies degree?), and (3) three interesting things about yourself.  The first online positing is due during the first week of class.     

Book Critique.  The book critique should be 1 to 2 pages, single-spaced.  This assignment is not intended to summarize the book, but instead should offer your interpretation, insight, and critical perspective.  The critique is due on the designated days and will not be accepted by email or late.  Its grade will be zero.  You will submit the following book critique during the semester:

Exams.  Exams will be multiple choice and essay.  The multiple-choice questions will originate directly from the textbook.  The essay questions will stem directly from the same online readings assigned for the discussion boards prior to the exam.  
Makeup exams.  Make up exams, if the student provides documentation, will only be administered during the final week of the semester at a make up date and time designated by the professor in his office (in-person).  

Extra Credit option 1.  The extra credit options will be accepted ONLY with proof that the assignments were reviewed by writing center specialists (i.e., stamped or an email by the writing center) and also submitted to turnitin.com.

Extra Credit option 2.  You can take any of your book critiques or research papers to the Writing Center at SJSU, have them reviewed ONLY FOR GRAMMAR AND SYNTAX, submit the rough draft (scanned or photocopied) along with your final paper, and you will receive extra credit.  You must go into the writing center.  Sending your research paper via email to the Writing Center and receiving electronic comments will not be accepted.   
Research Paper.  The research paper will offer the opportunity to explore any area of policing of interest to you.  The research paper length requirement is at least ten pages.  You must cite at least 18 peer-reviewed articles.  IMPORTANT: FOR EVERY MISSING PEER-REVIEWED ARTICLE, A GRADE DEDUCTION WILL BE APPLIED.  FOR EXAMPLE, IF YOU ONLY INCORPORATE 10 OF THE 15 REQUIRED ARTICLES, A 33% GRADE DEDUCTION WILL BE AUTOMOATICALLY APPLIED TO YOUR RESEARCH PAPER.  PLEASE INCORPORATE ALL 15 REQUIRED PEER-REVIEWED ARTICLES (ANY OTHER SOURCES DO NOT COUNT).  The paper is due by the due date and will not be accepted by email or late.  Its grade will be zero.  
All research papers and book critiques must be submitted by the due date to turnitin.com.
