GRE Verbal score of 153 and an Analytic
Writing score of 4.0 on the GRE is highly
recommended

applicant ranking

Submission of three letters of
recommendation attesting to academic
ability, work performance record and
personal attributes necessary for graduate
study. 1 letter must be from an academic
source (professor)

*Remember: Letters of recommendation cannot be from
someone who has completed the volunteer form

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Minimum requirement for MSOT Application
Submission

« Must complete at least 4 out of 8 of prerequisite
courses with a B grade or better

« At least half of the volunteer hours must be
completed at the time of application. Volunteer
experience evaluation forms must be submitted.

The person who completes the volunteer form
cannot also submit a letter of recommendation

e Personal statement

All prerequisites and volunteer hours must be completed
before the start of classes.

Tips

Investigate prerequisite courses at local colleges
Begin the volunteer hours ASAP

Start the application process early with OTCAS as it takes at
least two weeks for them to verify your application.

Applications are reviewed beginning October 15t for the MSOT
Program. Admissions are on a rolling basis. Timing is important!

Choose referees carefully for the LOR (1 academic source is
required). Let the person writing you letter know what you are
applying for and what you would like them to emphasize.

Prepare a thoughtful personal statement describing goals and
objectives for pursuing a Master’s or Doctorate degree in OT,
Include leadership experiences and future potential/plans (on

application form).
