Course Description

Role of psychology in the legal system: legal procedure and adversary system, jury selection, jury decision-
making, eyewitness testimony, mental health law, criminal responsibility and legal insanity, expert
psychological testimony, role of forensic psychologists.

Class Participation (30 points)

Throughout the course, students will have to engage in five Discussions on Canvas, worth six (6) points each.
Students are expected to have completed reading and homework assignments before each class to be able to
discuss course content.

Quizzes (3 x 10 points = 30 points)

You will have three quizzes throughout the semester to test your knowledge on various forensic psychological
concepts, principles, and facts. Quizzes will compromise of questions from, but not limited to, lectures,
textbook, and the documentary.

Midterm Paper (15 points)
Students will be required to complete a five-page (Title and Reference page not included) paper
reviewing/analyzing the Paper Tigers documentary. The grading criteria can be found on Canvas.
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Students will address the following questions:
1. Reaction: What stood out? What do you believe the key messages in the film were? What one thing
surprised you the most?
2. What are Adverse Childhood Experiences (ACEs)? Give two examples.

3. Define what “toxic stress” is and its impact on the brain.
4. Discuss how ACEs and forensic psychology are connected.

Final Exam (25 points)

The final exam will not be comprehensive, but rather will focus on the last four chapters in the textbook.
