Topics include: hypothesis testing, validity, reliability, scales of measurement, questionnaire development, 
power, statistical significance, and effect size. 

Prerequisite: Lower division GE complete; STAT 95, PSYC 18, PSYC 100W with a "C" or better (or 
departmental approval), Upper division standing, Psychology or Behavioral Science majors only.
