Course Description

This course is designed to give you a BROAD overview of classic and contemporary theory and research in
Social Psychology.

Social Psychologists are primarily interested in how our thoughts, feelings, and behaviors are influenced by
our social environment and by the people with whom we interact.

In this course, we will focus on "normal” everyday interactions and in how the "average" person thinks, feels,
and behaves.

This course includes in-person lectures, short in-class writing assignments, course activities, and exams
evaluating your knowledge of the lecture and textbook material.

Each essay
will be worth 10 points.

In general, essays less than 2 pages with little or no application of relevant class material WILL NOT earn
the maximum 10 points (see grading rubric on Canvas for details).

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NOTE: ALL ESSAYS ARE TO BE SUBMITTED ON-LINE THROUGH OUR CANVAS PAGE NO LATER THAN THE

3. CLASS PARTICIPATION (25 points total)
