Items of Business Completed 2024/2025

Filipino American History Mural Project: Artist selection completed; letter of intent to award sent. Location and process finalized, with strong
1 student involvement throughout the RFP and review process
* Space Optimization Project (Phase 1): Initial moves completed, including the return of FABS, Finance, and Research Foundation to the Admin
Building’s 2nd floor.

Campus Master Plan: Final draft prepared for Board of Trustees approval on May 23, 2025. Environmental Impact Report (EIR) also ready for
certification

Storage Container Audit: Inventory project launched, aiming to consolidate and remove non-compliant containers. Full assessment underway
with results expected in the fall

Campus Lighting Improvement Project: Communications and weekly updates implemented during finals; project management ongoing

Regular FD&O Communication Updates: Bi-monthly and weekly updates for major projects, improving transparency and campus awareness

Unfinished Business Items from 2024/2025

Alquist Building Redevelopment: Still in a holding pattern. A revised RFQ is being prepared; the project is now included in the Campus Master Plan. Plans call for 500 under-market beds for faculty/staff and
500 market-rate beds for the public. Ground floor usage remains undecided. Work continues on resolving PBID fee assessments and window coverings, with a target completion by Fall 2025

Spartan Village on the Paseo: Utility construction ongoing. Official purchase date set for December 1, 2025. Continued focus on student safety and corridor improvements
YUH Mural (Japanese American Heritage): Project is two months behind the Filipino mural timeline and is still moving through the campus approval process
Storage Container Inventory: Full assessment and recommendations pending; expected to report back in fall 2025

Space Optimization Project (Further Phases): Project impacts all divisions except Athletics; additional moves and optimizations expected as leases expire and more units return to campus. No immediate
2 . plans to extend into Academic Affairs beyond initial discussions

Campus Master Plan Approval: Final approval by Board of Trustees scheduled for May 23, 2025. Implementation of large development projects contingent upon this approval

Campus Signage and Scooter/Bike Policy: Need to update the presidential directive on wheeled vehicles and develop consistent signage standards. New vinyl door signs and building-level signage
planned; discussion to continue in fall 2025

3 . Tree and Landscape Management: Discussion and planning for campus trees and landscaping scheduled for fall 2025, including concerns about redwood health and use of recycled water

Public Art Locations: Final placement and infrastructure for donated art pieces to be reviewed in fall 2025

New Business Items for 2025/2026

Implementation of Campus Master Plan: Upon Board approval, begin moving forward with prioritized large-scale development projects
1 Completion of Storage Container Project: Consolidate and remove non-compliant containers; report and recommendations expected in fall 2025

Art Installations:
- Finalize locations and infrastructure for new sculptures and AR installations.
- Continue campus mapping of public art via UMC's new digital layer

Signage and Safety Initiatives:
- Update and standardize signage for wheeled vehicles (scooters, bikes, skateboards) across campus.
2 - Revise the presidential directive on campus mobility devices.
- Address recent safety incidents with improved signage and policy enforcement

Tree and Landscape Management: Review and implement updated strategies for campus tree health and landscape investment, including separate watering for redwoods and expanded native plantings
Strategic Planning for Major 2026 Events: Prepare for Super Bowl, World Cup, and NCAA basketball events, including potential facility upgrades and enhanced communication with regional partners
Space Optimization (Next Phases): Continue moves and reassignments as leases expire; consider further optimization in Academic Affairs as needed

* Public Art Policy and Maintenance: Address technical and maintenance needs for existing and new art installations, including deteriorating pieces at the Art Building entrance

Community Engagement: Strengthen communication between facilities, planning, and the broader campus community through presentations, creative storytelling, and regular updates
