Upon your approval of the final product, the
public facing Implementation Plan should be posted on the University’s website.

The University should continue to implement the plan while the public facing
Implementation Plan is being developed. The Systemwide Director will continue to be
available to support the University to ensure that the recommendations are
implemented in a timely manner.
