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The California Dream Act Application (CADAA) allows qualifying SJSU students to apply for state
and university financial aid. This application is unrelated to the federal Deferred Action for
Childhood Arrivals (DACA) program.

Who should apply? Undergraduate and graduate students who meet the requirements for
the CA Non-Resident Tuition Exemption (AB 540). This includes students who are
undocumented with no social security number, and those with DACA, TPS, T Visa, or U Visa.
Students will also need to be enrolled at least half-time (6 units or more) to qualify.

You should still apply! You may be eligible for university aid as Al e GAB

California Nonresident Tuition Exemption
(AB 540 Exemption)

Nonresident students, including US citizens, permanent
residents, and undocumented individuals (T visa U visa,
DACA, asylum seeker, Special Immigrant Juvenile visa
holder, VAWA, or TPS) may be exempted from paying out-of-
state tuition fees. Students seeking the AB 540 exemption
must satisfy attendance and graduation/transfer Related Links:
