Make sure you take coffee breaks, and 
have a non-negotiable lunch hour somewhere other than 
your desk.    
 

• Have non-screen time: read, exercise, meditate, play with 
the kids or your pet.  
 

• Something symbolic to end your work day (close your 
office door; put your computer away; create a to-do list 
for tomorrow).   

 

• Have your phone nearby – it’s too much of a distraction.  
   

• Eat “al-desko”      
 

• Just “quickly” check email 10pm at night.  Or weekends!  
 

• Beat yourself up if you have a down day. Do this instead.
